Sperm Festival is back
After a year off, Sperm Festival, Prague’s fresh contemporary art, music and visual culture event, is back. With nerd-electro king Dan Deacon, indie-hipsters Why? or Germany’s arguably best new dance export Pantha du Prince, the festival will take over the unique MeetFactory building from Friday, April 23 to Sunday, April 25, 2010.
Spread into three days full of performances, audiovisual feasts, screenings and workshops, the festival continues the tradition of bringing together fresh and upcoming artists from both local Czech and global music scene. 

On Friday the festival will commence with the audiovisual projects SPAM – Karel Gott Prager, about the doyenne of Czech architecture, Floex & Líba will prepare a new soundtrack to the German silent film Orlacs Hands, and post-techno legend Cristian Vogel will join forces with VJ Kolouch to present a thick audiovisual maelstrom. In a cooperation with Prague’s Bio Oko, the visitors will see the screening of All Tomorrow Parties, the documentary about the independent British festival, or the celebration of underground hip-hop Nerdcore for Life.

Saturday will see the now legendary Dan Deacon’s one-man-show and the celebrated live set from Hamburg’s Hendrik Weber aka Pantha du Prince. The second stage will host dub-ladden beats by Northern Ireland dubstep pioneer Boxcutter or Jahcoozi’s Robot Koch feat. Grace. 
On Sunday, the festival will close with a series of workshops and lectures aimed at artist creativity and an insight into new trends in electro-acoustic music with indie-rockers Why?, Brooklyn duo High Places and singer/songwriter Josiah Wolf. An exclusive exhibition curated by Jan Šrámek including works by Czech notable video-artists such as Pavel Ryška or Filip Cenek will be open throughout the festival.
The tickets are already on sale at Ticketportal, Ticketstream and Ticketpro networks. Three day festival passes are available for 490 CZK, daily tickets vary from 190 to 290 CZK. Find more information about the festival and pre-sale at www.sperm.cz.
